For other problems on your road, please 
speak with your Street Representative! 
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If you want to understand in a nutshell what it used to be like to live here 
before the Home Zone—this picture says it all.  This is how Hastings 
Road looking before the barrier was erected.  Scenes such as these were 
commonplace throughout the Five Roads at that time. Our neighbour-

hood was  used for all-
day parking by non-
residents, and as a rat 
run by commuters try-
ing to avoid the busy 
junctions on Uxbridge 
Road.  The roads were 
noisy, polluted, and 
dangerous, particularly 
for our children. The 
situation was rapidly 
becoming intolerable, so 
a group of residents 

from each of the roads got together as the ‘Five Roads Forum’ with the 
aim of establishing something called a Home Zone in the area.  This was 
a concept new to the UK, but well established in continental Europe as a 
means of redressing the balance between vehicular traffic and everyone 
else using the streets by the physical alteration of the roads in an area, 
forcing motorists to drive with greater care and at lower speeds. 
After a lot of hard work and lobbying with the local Council and central 
government, the Home Zone became a reality in 1999 as one of 9 pilot 
sites in England. This was just the beginning.  Over the next few years 
the resources won were invested in traffic calming measures including a 
changed road layout to incorporate 30 degree parking bays to act as a 
chicane and slow traffic, closure of the major cut-through from the Dray-
ton Green end of Hastings Road with the erection of a permanent barrier,  
controlled parking, and a reduction in the speed limit to 20 mph; plus 
improvements to the street environment by landscaping including raised 
gateway features and the planters that we have at each entrance to the 
Zone, shared surfaces, and better lighting.  Mosaics on the planters re-
ceived Millennium Lottery funding, and everyone helped to make them.  
Adults and children alike can point out the bits they did. 
The Home Zone was formally launched in April 2004, but it was clear 
that all this activity had helped to foster a much greater sense of commu-
nity spirit than had existed before, and that we are much more powerful 
working together than as individuals.  The FRF continues to provide a 
voice for the local community, which is particularly important in relation 
to the planning process at a time when so many significant local devel-
opments are in the pipeline.  As well as being a campaigning group, we 
are involved in organising social activities, most notably the annual 
street party.  Particularly memorable were the Millennium and Golden 
Jubilee events. 
This is your organisation, and it needs your input.  If you don’t think it’s 
important, take another look at the picture to remind yourself how it 
might still be had it not been for the Five Roads Forum. 
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
